valuables in the postal and telegraph
depositories in 1916 was noted. In
connection with the change of power in
Russia, in the spring of 1917, Soviets of
Workers' Deputies were created on the
territory of the Donbass, and the functions
of the executive branch were determined
locally. There was a deterioration in the
food situation. In the summer of 1917,
there was a strengthening of supervision
over postal correspondence entering the
territory of the region. Among the
workers, cases of violation of labor
discipline were not uncommon, and as a
result, there was a decrease in the average
level of wages of workers at industrial
enterprises in Donbass.
