However, it is still problematic to classify
Mongolian tombs Golden Horde burials
with meridional orientation without sheep
bones. On the basis of the analysis of the
funeral rites from 405 sub-curial and
underground nomadic burials in South-
Eastern Europe, a comparative analysis of
the distinguishing features of the funeral
rites from five groups of Golden Horde
burials is made. The conclusions are made
that the burials without funeral food with
meridional, and even more so with NE-E
orientation can't be unequivocally identified
as Mongolian only by their orientation. To
attribute such complexes to the burials
made according to Mongolian traditions,
they should be considered individually on
the basis of evidence, including a number
of features of funeral rites, besides the
